
I. Identity Theft Protection: (Matt 4:1-11)

A. We cannot let define us.

“So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen. For 
what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.”

B. We cannot let define us.

“Am I now trying to win the approval of men, or of God? Or am I 
trying to please men?

II. The Pathway to Identity: (Luke 15:11-25)

STEP 1: carefully. v.17

“Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious 
thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the 
way everlasting.” Ps 139:23-24

STEP 2: to God. v. 18

“Whom have I in heaven but You? And earth has nothing I desire 
besides You. My flesh and my heart may fail, but God is the strength
of my heart and my portion forever.” Ps 73:25-26

STEP 3: God’s love. v. 20

“But because of His great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, made us 
alive with Christ even when we were dead in transgressions...”

Eph 2:4-5

STEP 4: honestly. v. 21

“The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a broken and contrite heart,
O God, you will not despise.” Ps 51:17

“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our 
sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9

STEP 5: your identity in God.
v. 22-25

“Now if we are children,then we are heirs — heirs of God and co-heirs with 
Christ...” Rom 8:17
